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Sale of KMS Moves a Step Closer 

 
Keene, NH … “On Tuesday, April 13, 2010, in a non-public 

session, the Keene Board of Education took a big step forward in its 

effort to sell the Keene Middle School by unanimously endorsing a 

Letter of Intent between the proposed middle school buyer and the 

school district,” said Frederick B. Parsells, Co-Chair of the Keene Middle 

School Marketing Committee. “The letter contains the logistics of the 

anticipated sale over the next several months as well the price for the 

property as offered by the buyer.” If the revised terms are acceptable to 

the potential buyer, the letter will now be signed by both parties.  

It is anticipated that a formal contract, which largely mirrors the 

content and language contained in the letter, will be forthcoming in the 

very near future. Both parties are in agreement that the buyer’s identity 

and specifics of the agreement will remain confidential at this time.  

Should an agreement be reached, the school district will place a 

question on next year’s March 2011 ballot seeking voter approval of the 

sale.
